 CRAIGôS LIST RENTAL SCAM R ESURFACES IN SOUTH ST. LOUIS

     I recently spoke with a woman who told me her home was being used in a Craigôs List Rental Scam. The caller 

stated she had listed her single family home in the South Hampton neighborhood for sale with a ReMax Real Estate 

Office.  

     Over the weekend, the caller was at home alone when she heard a knock at her door and observed a man standing 

at the door. Fearing for her safety, she decided not to answer the door. The man (Mr. X) walked to the rear of her 

house, opened a door to the porch and attempted to open the locked rear door. When she confronted the man, he told 

her he was considering renting the house from a Craigslist advertisement. Police were called to the scene, and Mr. X 

waited for their arrival. 

     Mr. X told police officers he had been communicating by email with a person he believed to be the husband of 

the home owner. The emails, which he was able to produce on his smart phone, verified the ownerôs husbandôs 

name, and indicated the owners were Pediatric Surgeons who had moved to Africa suddenly. He had been instructed 

to wire $500.00 to Nigeria, at which time the keys would be mailed to him. 

     Subsequent investigation showed that at least one woman had actually wired the money. Numerous other 

inquiries were made regarding renting the home through the listing real estate agent. Each of those persons had been 

told the same story about Pediatric Surgeons moving to Africa and to wire transfer $500.00 to Nigeria. 

     Other variations of this scam involve stories of military personnel or missionaries suddenly reassigned overseas. 

The scammer often stresses to the potential victim they would be doing a great service to a person doing ñnoble 

deedsò in a far away country. 

      To avoid becoming a victim of this type of scam, remember the following: 

¶ Before inspecting a home, look online ( www.stlouis.mo-gov, for St. Louis City and www.stlouis.co-com for 

St. Louis County) to determine the true owner of the property. 

¶ Never put down money on a rental unit until you have walked through the unit for inspection with an 

authorized agent of the owner and have been handed the keys. 

¶ Never wire-transfer money, particularly out of the country. Any such request is a sure sign of a scam. 

¶ When listing items for sale on Craigslist, never agree to meet a buyer at his home or your home. Meet in a 

public place such as your bank, police or fire station lobby. Never go to such a meeting alone.
