CURRENT SCAMS IN ST. LOUIS By Dan Rechtien

In this month’s Lafayette Industries Fraud Article, I would like to talk about some recent scams
which have been operating in the St. Louis area:

The Grandparent Scam: An elderly citizen receives a telephone call claiming that his or her grandchild has
been arrested or seriously injured and immediately needs money for bail/bond/medical treatment wire transferred to
an address which is often outside the USA. The caller may claim to be a law enforcement official or emergency
medical worker and may have details about the grandchild (name, address, school information) which was gleaned
from a social networking site such as Facebook or MySpace. A variation of this scam has the caller pretending to be
the grandchild and relying on acting skills to convince the senior they are speaking to their grandchild. The caller
asks for bail or bond money to be wire transferred and begs the senior “Not to tell Mom or Dad”. To avoid becoming
a victim of this crime:

-If a caller claims to be a law enforcement official, ask for their name, badge or department service number
and the Police Agency with which they are affiliated. Independently locate the phone number of that Police Agency
and call asking for that official.

-Never wire transfer money, particularly outside the country. Wire transfer is the preferred method of fund
transfer by criminals worldwide, because once sent it is impossible to trace or recover.

-Always call the grandchild’s parent. Victims of this scam have often reported when they did call the parent,
they were told the grandchild was safe at home with the parent.

Medi cardeat BOp Tel e ph 8t.nLeuis @Esadént called the hotline to report she had received
persistent telephone calls from a man who had what she called an “undeterminable” accent. This man insisted he
was a Medicare official who needed to “update” her Medicare Account. He asked for her Medicare Account number,
which is, of course, your Social Security number. Despite her refusals, he called back numerous times threatening
cancellation of her Medicare account unless she complied. Similar scams come from callers claiming to be from
various government agencies, banks, or credit card companies. No government agency or financial institution will
ever call you to verify or update your account by asking for your account number. They already have this
information.

Adult Website Department of Justice Scam: Another St. Louis resident called the hotline to report a family
member had logged onto an adult entertainment website. While navigating this site, he observed the Department of
Justice emblem fill the screen. The accompanying text stated he had entered a website promoting child pornography
(although only adult entertainment had been shown) and that his computer was now locked. He was further
instructed that he had 48 hours to pay a $300.00 fine which could only be paid by going to Walmart and purchasing
a prepaid credit card in the amount of the fine. The serial number of the prepaid card had to be entered into the
appropriate box within the 48 hours. Arrest and a lengthy jail term followed by registry as a sexual predator were
threatened if he did not comply.

While navigating this site, the computer had been infected with a virus causing the lockdown of the computer
and the threatening text to appear. The viewer had neither sought nor observed child pornography and therefore had
done nothing illegal. However, this scam cleverly played on the viewer’s guilt and fear until his family member
called the Hotline to ask if it was a scam. A visit from a computer repair professional removed the virus.

Filing of False Federal Tax Returns: In the past week, three area residents have called to report someone had
used their Social Security Number to file a tax return. The callers discovered this when the IRS rejected their tax
returns as duplicate returns. These victims must now file tax returns manually as well as go through a lengthy
documentation process to prove they are indeed the legitimate holder of that Social Security number. This scam has
become more prevalent in recent years as more people file online, which does not require submission of hard copies
of W2’s, Form 1099’s and other documentation. The best defense against this scam is to file your federal tax return
as early as possible, before the criminal who has somehow obtained your Social Security number has the opportunity
to do so.
