This year a total of 49 people (an 8% increase over 2012) used the free income
service at Lafayette sponsored by the AARP Tax Aide Foundation. Twenty nine work
7 staff members and 13 famitgembers filed returns. The number of sheltered worke
filing returns increased to 29, an increase of 7% over last year.

For the workers the average federal refund was $374 and the average state refun
$630. These refunds are created by the &dearned Income Credit (EIC) and the state Property Tax Credit (PT

PLACES TO NEVER USE A DEBIT CARD By Dan Rechtien

Many consumers believe that credit cards and debit cards are interchangeable devices, which are equally sa
in any setting. Nothing could be farther from the truth. Debit cards are a convenient means of getting cash and
for merchandise directly from your banking account. However, that convenience comes at a steep price. YoL
card is linked directly to your bank account. A criminal who has your debit card and PIN can clean you out comj
in short order. This is espeatly true now that criminals have learned to bypass cash withdrawal limits on A’
machines. Over a recent weekend, criminals were able to withdraw $40 Million dollars from targeted banks usir
12 debit card accounts. Additionally, credit cards, uridéeral law, limit your liability to $50.00, while your debit
card can allow your entire bank account to be drained.

* The first place not to use a debit card seems counterintuitive, but is actually your ATM. Criminals ir
skimmers, which fit ovethe card reader, then snag your account data when you log in. Spotting a skimmer is dif
The best defense is to go inside the bank and get cash from a teller. If the bank is not open or a teller not avail:
next best defense is to use an AlrMva restricted foyer of the bank. Using an ATM which is sponsored by your be
only is also a good idea. When there is no choice but to use an ATM, make certain no one stands behind you
engage you in conversation, or offers to help with yoandaction. Also hold your hand over the keypad whil
punching in your number to block the view of a person trying to spy on you or who has installed a camera to rez
PIN.



* Gas Stations are another place to never use debit cards. In the &tatiesithere are only three manufacturers
gas pumps. Any person who has ever worked in a gas station is likely to have keys to open the pump and ir

* Restaurants. The vast majority of restaurants and their employees are honest. Be good to them and tip
good service. However, the opportunity abounds for these gegdoto make $50 by stealing your credit car
information. In American restaurants, it is customary for the waitperson to take your debit/credit card to ar
portion of the building, out of your sight, to ring up the sale.
